
Level one Behaviors


DEFINITION: Behaviors that …..


do not require administrative involvement 


do not significantly violate the rights of others


put others at risk or harm


are chronic Level One behaviors  


EXAMPLES:


Arguing/talking back to teacher 


Throwing materials on the floor


Talking on a regular basis 


Refusing to follow instructions on a regular basis 


Continued use of negative language or put downs 


Consistently failing test and/or classroom  grades


PROCEDURES 


Inform student of rule violated 


Describe expected behavior 


Contact parent 


Complete documentation (referral) form


Submit referral (if need) form

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Level Two Behaviors





DEFINITION: Behaviors that …..

Level one Behaviors


DEFINITION: Behaviors that …..


do not require administrative involvement 


do not significantly violate the rights of others


do not appear chronic 


EXAMPLES:


Refusing to follow direction 


Yelling 


Talking in class during an individual assignment


Refusing to do class work


Not paying attention in class


Using inappropriate language (isolated incident)


Making inappropriate noises 


Negative attitude 


PROCEDURES 


Inform student of rule violated 


Describe expected behavior 


Contact parent if necessary 


Debrief and review school wide behavior 


Implement classroom strategies
